To maintain a peaceful, loving, and healthy classroom environment, we must 
provide reasonable rules with appropriate consequences. Our teachers model 
their behavior in the manner that we wish the students to follow. We try to 
eliminate any problems before they occur. 
 
If a child is acting in a manner that threatens the other students, teachers, or self, 
a parent teacher conference will be scheduled with the teacher, child, and 
director to discuss possible solutions to resolve the problem. Discipline is never 
associated with food, rest, or toileting. We NEVER spank, threaten, or belittle a 
child for any reason. Discipline is never severe, humiliating, or frightening. 
 
It is important that your child’s teacher and Director know of any changes that 
may happen at home. A child’s behavior can be affected by things that occur at 
home. Each child reacts differently to home changes. Your situation will always 
remain confidential and never be discussed with other parents or students.
